American Family Insurance Dreams Foundation Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs)
Is my organization eligible for a grant?
To be eligible for a grant from the American Family Insurance Dreams Foundation, your organization must meet the following criteria:
· Be a registered 501(c)(3) non-profit organization.
· Be in good financial standing with the IRS, with no significant outstanding debt or audit issues.
· Not use a fiscal agent or pass-through arrangement to receive funds.
· Have a minimum of two years of operating history.
· Serve a population where at least 50% of participants are considered economically disadvantaged or low-income (at or below the poverty level).
· Have a primary mission or programs that are not focused on religion or politics.
· Adhere to a non-discrimination policy that includes race, religion, color, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity, age, national origin, ancestry, citizenship, or disability status.
What types of causes and events are ineligible for Dreams Foundation funding?
The Dreams Foundation does not currently fund the following:
· Event sponsorships
· Programs or projects that benefit a single individual or family
· Athletic or sports teams
· Golf tournaments, races, or parades
· Fraternities, sororities, or alumni groups
· Political Action Committees (PACs), political causes, or candidates
· Houses of worship
· Animal welfare organizations
· Youth programming

What information is needed to complete the interest form?
Please be prepared to provide the following information:
· Organization's Federal Tax ID Number (EIN)
· Number of individuals your organization serves annually
· The funding amount you are requesting
· A description of your organization and its programming
· Information on any engagement with American Family Insurance employees or agents
How does the Dreams Foundation structure its grant awards?
The Dreams Foundation provides unrestricted, multi‑year grants. Award sizes vary and are determined at the Foundation’s discretion. Applicants are expected to demonstrate a clear plan for sustaining their programs after the grant period concludes.  Organizations that receive a multi‑year grant become ineligible to reapply for two years after their grant term concludes.

How will I know if my application has been received or funded?
